Resolution No. 1

Resolution on Price Rise and Inflation

After the ever-worsening economic crisis due to the outbreak of Corona Pandemic,
industrial decline, erosion of economic activities and resulting unemployment and wage
cuts, now the inflation of essential commodities is causing a severe crisis for the
common people. Consumer inflation is affecting the common man in general and
workers in particular. In the last 18 months, the rate of inflation has exceeded 6
percent, whereas in the previous five years, the rate of inflation was only between 3 and
5 percent.

Government has to rethink the withdrawl of Essential Commoditiies like ediable oil, oil
seeds, cereals, pulses, onions and potatos from the purview of Sec 3 (1) of Essential
Commodities Act under related price control measures. It might have been intended to
help farmers, but it is affecting adversely the common man. Dreaded days of shooting
up of prices of Essential Commodities, hoarding, black marketing etc which were
controlled by the Govt for four to five decades are feared to return back.

Inflation of food items is also making the life of the workers difficult. The prices of edible
oils are increasing in the country in the name of increase in the international prices.
Government should curb unwanted imported inflation. Further, hoarding companies are
taking undue advantage of this situation to loot the consumer.

The international inflation of crude oil, metals, etc., is also the cause of the increase in
the prices of essential commodities. The cost of construction in the country is also
increasing due to soaring prices of building materials. Companies are trying to make
profit by creating cartels by raising prices unnecessarily, which needs to be stopped.
Rising prices of metals and other imported goods are creating problems for the country's
industries including durable consumer goods, chemicals, textile industries.

Price of consumer product should be linked to the cost of production. This will bring to
the notice of consumer the profit margin taken by the manufacturer.

Hence BMS National Executive demands the Central Government and the State
Governments to:

1.Insist by legislation the manufacturers to declare cost of Production of every item, to
be conspicuously displayed on the packet of consumer product along with GST
applicable.

2.Curb the increase of prices of essential commodities and petroleum products.
3.Abolish the system of increasing the price of petroleum products every day and bring
Petroleum Products under GST Act.

4 Stop unnecessary profiteering by companies and individuals under the guise of rise in
international prices of metals and other accessories and invoke the Essential
Commodities Act upon those responsible.



5.Take steps to increase production of food items by paying remunerative prices to the
farmers.
6.Gowvt should formulate a long term policy to curb the prices of food items in the long
run, to make the country self-sufficient for edible oils, pulses and other food items.
7.Take steps to compensate the workers for inflation by increasing their remuneration in
both the public sector and the private sector.
8. Cancel the withdrawl of certain commodities from the purview of Essential
Commodities Act and implement strictly price control orders and extend to other
commodities also.

Hence BMS National Executive held at Ayodhya, Uttar Pradesh from 13-15 Aug,
2021 demands Central and State Govts should immediately curb price rise otherwise
BMS will hold nationwide awareness programme and protest programme on 8t Sep
2021 in all revenue districts of country involving general public.
